	Awarded to an individual or organization anywhere in the world, including Korea, that has made significant contributions to addressing social issues-such as poverty alleviation-through compassionate social service and self-sacrifice.
(*The award will be presented to a single entity, either an individual or an organization.)

	Technology Prize
	Awarded to individuals who have significantly advanced national industries through world-class technological innovation and industrialization, including the creation of new leading businesses and contributions in technology and patents.
